We are going to great lengths to stage a world-class event so you will not be disappointed with the fan experience, all pre-fight promotions and the security on the day of the event. You will be prominent on all marketing materials leading up to the event, especially on television, newspaper and billboard messages. Here is what we are proposing for your commitment to this event:
· HOF Boxing and Promotions will pay you an appearance fee of $200,000 USD.
